Year 4 pupils follow a carefully designed scheme of learning that covers all the national curriculum objectives like place value, addition and subtraction, multiplication and division, fractions, decimals, measurement, shape, and statistics. 





We use oracy in maths to encourage full-sentence responses and clear reasoning rather than one-word answers such as…





“I know this because…”


“I noticed that…”


“Another way to solve it could be…”


“I agree/disagree with ___ because…”








Oracy


At St Clare’s we are teaching children how to talk and listen well — not just for communication, but as a tool for thinking, learning, and building confidence.


WHY?


Helps children explain their ideas clearly. Builds confidence in speaking in class and beyond. Improves listening skills so they can learn from others.





Strengthens reading and writing by boosting vocabulary.








English


We will reading a variety of fiction and non-fiction texts.


We will immerse pupils in the text using oracy to consolidate understanding and use drama to bring texts alive. Writing opportunities will include story writing, performance poetry and information to inform the reader.  


We will teach grammar, spelling rules and handwriting explicitly weekly.








Religious Education





Creation


To understand the stories of creation, Abraham and Isaac, Jacob and Joseph from the Old Testament. To know that human beings were made in the image and likeness of God and that we are all special. 


Jesus teaches us to pray


To know that Jesus prayed to God the Father and recognise some prayers he learned growing up. To understand that Jesus grew up as a Jew and can explain why it is important to call and to pray to God the Father.





Science


The children will be learning about animals including humans. They will learn about skeletons and healthy eating. They will also learn about states of matter, the differences between solids, liquids and gases, classifying objects and identifying their properties. The children will work scientifically and collaboratively to investigate the weight of a gas.
